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Chancery Notice

Guidelines on Partial Reopening of Parish Churches

Considering the latest development of the Novel Coronavirus (COVID-19) epidemic in
Macau, the Diocese has decided to partially reopen parish churches from 7 March
2020 with the following guidelines:

Sunday Masses will remain suspended (including Anticipated Sunday Masses on
Saturday evenings) until further notice.

On weekdays parish churches will be open only for liturgies with a small number of
participants, for private prayer, and small-scale religious activities, such as
weekday Masses. Reception of groups of pilgrims from abroad will remain
temporarily suspended.

. Everyone entering the churches must strictly comply with public epidemic

prevention measures and instructions laid down by the parishes, for example
wearing masks at all times, submitting to body temperature checks, use of liquid
disinfectants, sitting at a considerable distance from others, complying with the
instructions of staff regarding movement within the church premises, and
observing the designated entry/exit, etc.

Each parish should make arrangements for the Sacrament of Reconciliation
(Confession) to be available for the faithful at suitable times. This should be
celebrated in well ventilated places.

. Sunday school and catechism classes for children and youth in parishes remain

suspended until the schools reopen.
The Parish Priests shall determine the arrangements for adult catechesis.

Faithful who feel indisposed or ill are advised not to go to church and should seek
immediate medical attention.

The faithful are encouraged to live out the spirit of Sunday observance by
continuing watching the live broadcast of Masses at home, reading of scripture,
spiritual communion, and other pious exercises such as the Rosary.

. The Diocese will continue to provide live broadcast of Sunday Masses online

(Cantonese 09:15 / Portuguese 11:00 / English 17:00 www.catholic.org.mo), while
live broadcast of Weekday Masses will discontinue from 7% March.

All scheduled Public Masses in the chapels of Religious Communities and elderly
homes remain suspended.

The men’s and women's Congregations, Societies of Apostolic Life, Personal
Prelature, and other religious communities and centers are to arrange their own
Masses, but they should not be open to the public.

Directrizes sobre a reabertura parcial das igrejas paroquiais

Considerando os recentes dados sobre o desenvolvimento da epidemia de Coronavirus
(COVID-19) em Macau, a Diocese decidiu reabrir parcialmente as igrejas paroquiais a partir de
7 de Marco de 2020 com as seguintes directrizes:

1. As Missas de Domingo permanecerdo suspensas (incluindo Missas antecipadas de
Domingo nas noites de Sabado) até novo aviso.

2. Nos dias uteis, as igrejas paroquiais estardo abertas apenas para liturgias com um pequeno
numero de participantes, para oragdes partlculares e actividades religiosas de pequena
escala, como Missas durante a semana. A recep¢do de grupos de peregrinos do exterior
permanecera temporariamente suspensa.

3. Todas as pessoas que entrarem nas igrejas devem cumprir rigorosamente as medidas e
instrugdes publicas de prevengdo de epidemias estabelecidas pelas paroquias, como por
exemplo, usar mascaras durante todo o tempo, submeter a verificacdo térmica, uso de
desinfectantes liquidos, sentar a uma distancia consideravel com outras pessoas, cumprir as
instrugdes dos funcionarios sobre o movimento dentro das instalagdes da igreja e
observagdo designada de entrada / saida, etc.

4. Cada pardquia deve providenciar para que o Sacramento da Reconciliagdo (Confissao)
esteja disponivel para os fi¢is em momentos adequados. Isso deve ser realizado em locais
bem ventilados.

5. A escola dominical e as aulas de catecismo para criangas e jovens nas pardquias
permanecem suspensas até a reabertura das escolas.

6.  Os Parocos devem determinar as providéncias para a catequese de adultos.

7. Os fiéis que se sentem indispostos ou doentes sdo aconselhados a ndo ir a igreja e devem
procurar atendimento médico imediato.

8.  Os fiéis sdo encorajados a viver o espirito da observancia do Domingo, continuando a
assistir a transmissdo directa das Missas em casa, lendo as escrituras, a comunhdo
espiritual e outros exercicios piedosos, como o Rosario.

9. A Diocese continuara transmitir em directo as Missas Dominicais on-line (Cantonés 09:15
/ Portugués 11:00 / Inglés 17:00 www.catholic.org.mo), enquanto a transmissao directa das
Missas durante a semana sera interrompida a partir de 7 de Marco.

10. Todas as Missas Publicas programadas nas capelas das comunidades religiosas e nas casas
dos idosos permanecem suspensas.

11. As congregacdes masculinas e femininas, as sociedades de vida apostolica, a Prelatura
Pessoal e outras comunidades e centros religiosos devem organizar suas proprias Missas,
mas nao devem ser abertas ao publico.

12.  Por favor, acompanhe os tltimos anuncios da Diocese.
