2) As paroquias terdo que limitar o numero de participantes na Missa Dominical. O
numero de participantes, ao entrar na igreja tem que ser limitado para garantir as
distdncias adequadas entre as pessoas, especialmente quando estiverem
sentadas nos respectivos lugares. Quando a capacidade maxima for atingida,
aqueles que nao puderem entrar na igreja devem ser conduzidos para salas
contiguas, espacos de recreio ou outros espacos abertos, onde possam assistir a
transmissao, ao vivo, mantendo sempre as distancias adequadas entre eles.
Mantenha a distancia social de 1 metro entre as pessoas, dentro e fora do recinto
da igreja. Os fiéis que ndo puderem entrar na igreja também sdo convidados a
esperar pacientemente para participar na préxima Missa que houver.

3) Ao entrar na igreja, os fiéis sdo convidados a seguir as directrizes de prevencéo de
infecgdes e as instrugdes dos funcionarios da paroquia, use mascara o tempo todo,
faca verificacdo da temperatura corporal, use desinfectantes, etc.

4) Uma inclinagao respeitosa para com cada um entre si, no Sinal de Paz, durante a
Missa, € suficiente.

5) A Sagrada Comunhao sera distribuida aos fiéis durante a Missa apenas na forma
de pao; a distribuicdo do Sangue Precioso sera suspensa até nova informagao.

6) Os ministros sagrados e os ministros extraordinarios da Sagrada Comunh&o devem
purificar cuidadosamente as maos antes da distribuicdo da Sagrada Comunh&o
(por exemplo, com desinfectantes com alcool); também devem purifica-las, depois
de distribuir a Sagrada Comunhao.

7) A comunhao ndo se dara na lingua por enquanto, mas pode ser dada na mao.

8) Toda a colecta sera realizada apés a distribuicdo da Sagrada Comunhéo.

9) Todos os fiéis que manifestam sintomas de infeccdo (como tosse, febre e
dificuldade respiratoria), se sintam indispostos ou doentes, ou medrosos por causa
da pandemia estdo dispensados da obrigagdo da Missa Dominical e sao
convidados a pedir consulta médica apropriada.

10) A recepcgao de grupos de peregrinos e turistas do exterior permanece suspensa
temporariamente.

11) A partir de 17 de Maio de 2020, a medida especial de distribuicdo da Sagrada
Comunh&o apds a transmisséo, ao vivo, das Missas de Domingo sera interrompida.
Somente a transmissao directa das Missas de Domingo em Cantonés (09:15) e
Portugués (11:00) continuara (www.catholic.org.mo) sem a distribuicdo da Sagrada
Comunh&o depois. A transmissdo, ao vivo, da Missa en Inglés (17:00) cessara.

12) As medidas acima referentes ao recome¢o das Missas Dominicais aplicam-se
apenas as 9 igrejas paroquiais e a Igreja de Santo Agostinho, excluindo os locais
onde as Missas Dominicais publicas eram celebradas, como escolas e a Capela da
Colina da Penha, etc.

CONDITIONAL RESUMPTION OF PARISH SUNDAY MASSES STARTING FROM 16™ MAY 2020

1) Parishes will have to add or adjust Sunday Mass times according to expected
number of attendants. Starting from 16 May 2020, the following special Sunday

2) Parishes will have to add or adjust Sunday Mass times according to the expected
number of attendants. The number of Sunday Mass attendants entering the
churches should be limited in order to ensure safe distances are kept between
people especially when they are seated. If the maximum capacity is reached, those
who cannot enter the churches are to be diverted to adjacent halls, playgrounds, or
other open spaces where they can watch the live broadcast: again always keeping
a safe distance between them. Please keep the 1 metre social distance between
persons both inside and outside church premises. Members of the faithful who
cannot enter the churches may also be invited patiently to wait to join the next Mass
available.

3 ) Upon entering churches, the faithful should be asked to follow the infection
prevention guidelines and the instructions of parish staff, wear masks at all times,
take body temperature checks, use sanitizers, etc.

4) A respectful bow to each other during the exchange of the Sign of Peace during
Mass will suffice.

5) Holy Communion will be distributed to the faithful during Mass in the form of bread
only; the distribution of the Precious Blood is to be suspended until further notice.

6) Sacred ministers and extraordinary ministers of Holy Communion are to cleanse
their hands thoroughly before the distribution of Holy Communion (e.g., with alcohol
rub sanitisers); they should also cleanse their hands after distributing Holy
Communion.

7) Holy Communion does not need to be given on the tongue for now but may be given
in the hand.

8) Any collection is to take place after the distribution of Holy Communion.

9) Any faithful who manifest symptoms of infection (such as coughing, fever, and
respiratory discomfort), feel indisposed or ill, or those who are worried for
themselves about the pandemic remain dispensed from Sunday Mass
obligation and are advised to seek appropriate medical attention.

10)Reception of groups of pilgrims and tourists from abroad remains temporarily
suspended.

11) Starting from 17th May 2020, the special measure of distributing Holy
Communion after the live broadcast Sunday Masses will stop. The live
broadcast of Sunday Masses in Cantonese (09:15) and Portuguese
(11:00) will continue (www.catholic.org.mo), without the distribution of Holy
Communion afterwards. The live broadcast of the English-language Mass (17.00)
will cease.

12) The above measures regarding the resumption of Sunday Masses only apply to the
9 parish churches and to St. Augustine's Church. Other places where Sunday
Masses used to be held, such as schools and the Penha Hill Chapel, etc., remain
closed for public worship.
